Dear :

As in past years, it is generally not necessary to make an appointment for your tax work if we prepared your 
2021 tax returns.  There are several options for providing your tax documents and data so we may prepare 
your returns.

You may post scanned images of your tax documents (we prefer PDFs vs photos) to a NetClient CS client 
internet portal provided by E.P. Tremblay.  If you don't currently have, but would like a NetClient CS 
internet portal, call the office. We do recommend that you avoid sending unsecured email with documents 
that contain account or social security numbers.

You may send your tax return information by US Postal Service or other delivery service.  We encourage 
you to send copies and retain the originals.  We also recommend that you elect tracking service.

You may drop off your paperwork at our office at any time through the mail slot in the main office door.

If you prefer to make an appointment to discuss your tax returns, please call the office or go to 
eptremblay.com and click the icon to schedule your appointment using our online scheduling tool. You may 
schedule an in-person meeting at the office or via Zoom online video conference. All you need for a Zoom 
meeting is a device (smartphone, tablet or computer) that has a camera, microphone and speaker. When 
your Zoom meeting is scheduled, you will receive a clickable hyperlink with the appointment invitation 
email that will install Zoom, if needed, and log you into the Zoom meeting.

New clients should call the office to schedule an in-person or Zoom online video conference appointment 
unless other arrangements have been made. 

If you are not scheduling an in-person office appointment or Zoom online video conference, it is very 
important that you include your signed Tax Services Engagement letter and your completed, signed 
Questionnaire  with your tax information and documents.

Tax season hours, from January 28th through April 17th, will be 9:00AM to 6:30PM Monday through 
Thursday, 9:00AM to 5:00PM Friday & Saturday.  We will close at 5:00PM on April 18th and will return 
to normal office hours, 9:00AM to 5:00PM  Monday through Friday. 

We have included a tax organizer with this letter.  We use tax organizers as a tool to accumulate 
information needed to prepare your tax returns.   If you used a complete organizer last year (complete 
organizers include all the tax data in your file), you should receive a complete organizer with this letter.  
Otherwise you should receive a partial organizer containing basic information.  If you didn't receive a 
complete organizer and would like one, please call the office.  

Please review and revise the basic information.  Also, please complete the questionnaire included with this 
letter.  Don't be concerned if you don't know how to answer a question.  Just leave a question mark next to 
the question and we will contact you if the question is applicable to your tax situation and we need an 
answer. 



There are some important notices and changes that we want to bring to your attention. Some of these 
changes may require that you provide us with information that we have not asked you for in the past. Please 
review the following pages of Important Notices and Federal & State tax law changes, and provide us with 
any applicable information.

Finally, I want to bring to your attention the current state of tax preparation in the US and the impact on the 
client experience. First labor shortages and other staffing issues have left many tax preparation service 
organizations including E.P. Tremblay short staffed coming into the season. In addtion, the cost of hardware 
and software technology for protection of client data, and the electronic delivery of tax documents has 
increased the overhead costs associated with tax preparation.

We are doing our very best to maintain a high quality and value of service to our clients. We appreciate 
your understanding and patience with us as we anticipate extended turn around times and increased tax 
preparation fees.

Important Notices

λ SafeSend Returns-All clients who request eSignature, will now receive their tax documents 
through SafeSend Returns an online platform that simplifies the viewing of tax documents, 
eSignatures, payment of taxes due with returns or estimated tax payments and payment of 
tax preparation fees in one online portal.  This is a much improved process to accomplish 
the filing of returns and payment of taxes and tax prep fees.

λ Important-Due Diligence Requirements-Tax preparers are required to ask questions and 
obtain documentation from taxpayers who qualify for Earned Income Tax Credit, Child Tax 
Credit, American Opportunity Tax Credit or who will file as Head of Household. If you 
qualify for any of these credits or will file as Head of Household on your 2022 Federal tax 
return, we will need you to complete and sign the questionnaire included with the enclosed 
organizer.

λ Payment of Tax Preparation Fees- Unless there is some other arrangement agreed to in 
advance, tax preparation fees are due upon completion of your tax returns and prior to 
eFiling.  Payment can be made in person via cash, check or credit card or remotely via 
emailed invoice with online payment button, SafeSend Returns portal or Venmo. Direct 
your Venmo payment to EP Tremblay Companies. Please be sure to check the appropriate 
box on the questionnaire if you wish to use online payment services via emailed invoice.

λ Electronic Filing-The IRS and all states now mandate eFiling (electronic filing) of all tax 
returns.  We eFile all returns by default.  Please let us know if you do not wish to eFile your 
returns.

λ Electronic Signatures-You can elect to sign your tax filing documents via eSignature 
(electronic signature). eSign requires you to access your signature documents via a computer 
or smartphone.  Check the appropriate box on the questionnaire if you wish to eSign 
your tax filing documents. If you do not elect to eSign, you will sign your tax filing 
documents manually either on paper or by print, sign, scan and upload to your client portal. 
Please be aware that eSignature is not to be confused with electronically filing your return 
which is automatically done by default.

λ Engagement Letter-Please be sure to review and sign the Tax Preparation Services 
Engagement  Letter before you post, mail or bring your tax documents to the office. If you 
would like someone to sign the 2022 tax return for you (spouse or other person) please 
complete the authorization at the bottom of the engagement letter. We must have a signed 
Letter of Engagement before we begin working on your returns.

λ Dependent Tax Returns-State health insurance requirements and due diligence 
requirements for Head of Household status, Earned Income Tax Credit, Child Tax Credit & 
American Opportunity (education) Tax Credit have a significant impact on the filing of our 
clients' returns and generate more problems when the data is not reported properly on each 
return.  We recommend that you consider asking your dependents to file their returns after 
you have filed your own return or to provide you with copies of returns they have filed. If 
you have dependents who have taken college courses in 2022, we will need their Form 
1098-T and 2022 statement of charges and payments from the college.  Please note: 
dependents are not allowed to take education credits on their own returns unless they 
qualify to take their own dependency exemption.

Federal Income Tax Changes & Important Information

λ Energy Credit & Electronic Vehicle Credits-The Inflation Reduction Act of 2022 has 
significantly expanded the tax credits for taxpayers who install energy saving improvements 
or solar electronic panels in the principal residence or who purchase new (and now used) 
qualified electric plug in vehicles.  If you have interest in these credits, please request more 
information by checking the appropriate box on the questionnaire.

λ Expired Tax Provisions- The deduction for PMI (Private Mortage Insurance) expansion of 
the child tax credit and child & dependent care credit and the charitable contribution for 
non-itemizers expired on 12/31/21.

λ W-4 Forms-The IRS has created a W-4 form that is intended to improve the calculation of 
federal withholding to more accurately reflect the changes made in the Tax Cut and Jobs 
Act (Tax Reform).  If you are asked by your employer to complete a new Form W-4 and 
complete it on your own, we recommend that you provide us with a copy of the completed 
signed Form W-4, a paystub that shows withholding before the change and the next paystub 
that reflects changes made by the newly completed W-4.  If you prefer, we can prepare your 
new Form W-4.  The fee for this service is $35 per W-4.

λ 2023 Tax Projection Worksheets-For clients who are concerned with how personal and/or 
tax law and withholding changes will affect their 2022 results, we recommend that you ask 
us to prepare a tax projection worksheet.  Check the appropriate box on the enclosed 
questionnaire. It's also helpful if you provide us with a copy of your most recent paystubs. 
There is a fee for this service.

To help you complete the organizer with minimal time and 
effort, when available, you will find certain information from your 2021 personal income tax 
return.

In your tax organizer, all social security numbers, dates of birth and bank account numbers that 
we currently have in our file have been replaced with asterisks (***-**-****)  and (****1234) to 
protect your privacy and personal information. If you need to change or update a social security 
number , add information for a new spouse or dependent and/or add or change bank account 
information, you  may do so on the appropriate organizer page.

Enter 2022 information on the tax organizer  pages provided. If any information does not apply to 
you or is incorrect, please draw a line through it or make the necessary corrections.

The client questionnaire asks about pertinent tax items necessary for preparing the most accurate 
tax return possible. Please answer all applicable questions and attach a statement when necessary 
for additional information not provided in the client organizer.

We will also need the following information:

- Copies of Birth Certificates and Social Security Cards for dependents born in 2022.
- Copies of documents showing proof of residency for each dependent for Earned Income 
Tax Credit and Child Tax Credit.
- Forms W-2 for wages, salaries and tips.
- All Forms 1099 for interest, dividends, retirement, miscellaneous income, unemployment, non-
employee compensation, social security, state or local refunds, gambling winnings, etc.
- Brokerage tax statements showing investment transactions for stocks, bonds, mutual funds, 
digital assets, etc.
- Schedule K-1 from partnerships, S corporations, estates and trusts.
- Statements supporting educational expenses, deductions or distributions, including any Forms    
1098-T, 1098-E, or 1099-Q.
- Statements from US Dept. of Education supporting federal student loan forgiveness.
- All Forms 1099-HC, 1095-A, 1095-B and/or 1095-C related to health care coverage or premium 
tax credit.
- All Forms 1099-QA and/or5498-QA related to ABLE (Achieving a Better Life Experience) 
accounts.
- All Forms 1099-H related to Health Coverage Tax Credit (HCTC) advance payments.
- Statements supporting deductions for mortgage interest, taxes, and charitable contributions 
(including any Mortgage Interest Form 1098 or Contributions of Cars, Boats ... Form 1098-C).
- Statements supporting the receipt, exchange, sale, use or any other disposition of a digital asset.
- Legal papers for adoption, divorce, or separation involving custody of your dependent children.
- Six-Digit Identity Protection PIN for use during calendar year 2022, if sent to you by the IRS.
